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To graduate, students must complete a total of 128 credits, including the general education curriculum,
which is composed of language courses Mandarin Chinese and English), core general education
courses, and elective general education courses, with a total of 30 credits in this category. In addition,
12 credits of college/school core courses and 36 credits of department/discipline core courses are
compulsory components to fulfill the requirement of graduation. Students who have obtained less than
128 credits are required to take “department professional electives” or “electives” of other majors to
make up for the credits required for graduation.
